 Alexander  ñAlò Le May is among 23 Treasure Coast 

WWII veterans  invited to  take  an ñHonor Flightò to  visit the 

World War II Memorial in Washington, DC on September 19.  

The trip has been arranged by  the Martin County Veterans 

Council who are providing the flight free of charge through 

the ñHonor Flight Networkò, a non-profit organization created 

to honor Americaôs veterans for all their sacrifices. 

 While in Washington, the group will visit the WWII Memo-

rial, meet with Senator Bob Dole, who championed itôs con-

struction, and  will also visit Arlington Cemetery.  

 Al enlisted in the Navy in Decem-

ber 1942 and served aboard the US 

Oyster Bay in the South Pacific.  His  

ship survived several air attacks and 

downed  five Japanese planes. The 

crew and ship were credited with  six 

Battle Stars and 

also endured two 

typhoons at sea.  

His tour ended with 

the liberation of the 

Phillipine Islands in 1945 and he was dis-

charged in 1946. 

 As you can see, our hero still has that 

same twinkle in his eye as he did in 1942!
